A Tungar rectifier is a lamp arrangement for charging a storage battery from commercial
A. C. lighting service. It consists of a transformer for stepping the commercial current
down to the voltage required to charge the battery, and a special lamp bulb containing a
graphite cone or electrode suspended near the filament. When the lamp burns, electricity
will pass through the heated gas in the bulb between the filament and the graphite electrode.
But it will pass in one direction only. The graphite electrode is always negative, and when
the negative pole of a battery is attached to it and the positive pole attached to the line, elec-
tricity will flow through the battery and charge it.

There are two forms of Tungar rectifiers on the market. Form ‘‘A’’ do not insulate the bat-
tery from the charging current and should not be used on clock systems. They are for
charging automobile storage batteries. Form ‘‘B’’ Tungars contain transformers aund insu-
late the battery from the charging current. Form ‘‘B’’ should always be used on clock
systems.

A schematic layout of the International Series 970 Telephone System is shown on
" Page two. The List 971 plug and push button board with hand microphone is shown
as the master phone station. The plug and push button board consists of a polished
bakelite panel with neat hardwood mat and hinged front. On the bakelite is mounted
a heavy brass bus bar for each program circuit, and across these bars is mounted a
brass cross connecting bar for each room bell. Each of these cross connecting bars
contains a threaded hole above each program bus bar and a knurled screw plug that
permits any bell to be easily and quickly changed from one program circuit to an-
other without the use of tools. The cross connecting bars are also equipped with
individual push buttons so that any room bell may be manually rung independently.
The board also contains a master push button for ringing all bells simultaneously. The
master phone station equipment contains a buzzer for indicating incoming calls and
the completion of conversations. On the board is mounted a control key that can be
thrown to permit of talking between individual room phones or to permit of simul-
taneous talking between all phones. An indicating lamp or a drop annunciator can be
furnished with this board, if specially desired.

The program bells are used for calling the individual rooms, usually by giving two
or three short rings on the button for the room desired. This gives a signal separate
and distinet from the regular program signal which is continuovs and of several seconds
duration.

Referring to page two, if the person in any room, say room No. 2, wishes to call
the master phone they merely lift their receiver off the hook. This causes the buzzer
at the master phone to sound. When the attendant at the master phone grasps the
handle of the hand microphone or lifts the receiver off the hook, the buzzer stops
ringing and communication is established, between room No. 2 and the master phone.
On completion of the conversation it is merely necessary to hang up.

Should the person in room No. 2 wish to talk with a person in any other room, say
room No. 3, they call the master phone and ask the attendant to ring room No. 3. As
soon as the person in room No. 3 takes off the receiver direct communication is auto-
matically established between the two rooms. The attendant at the master phone may
listen to the conversation or may throw the control key to “supervision” and hang up.
When the two rooms finish their conversation and hang up their receivers, the buzzer
will again sound indicating completion of the conversation. The attendant then throws
the control key back to normal position, thereby silencing the buzzer and setting the
system ready for other incoming calls.

When simultaneous talking to all rooms is desired, the master phone attendant
signals a general call on the master push button, sets the control key to “simultaneous
talking” and all phones answering the call are in direct communication with and can
listen to the master phone. ‘At the same time a person at any phone may also talk and
be heard at all phones. It will be seen by the last statement that it is perfectly possible
for a person to talk simultaneously to all rooms from any room phone as well as from
the master phone. At the completion of simultaneous talking, it is only necessary for

all persons to hang up their receivers and for the attendant to throw the control key
back to normal.

The buzzer at the master phone will always sound if the control key is not in normal
position when all receivers are hung up, also the buzzer will sound when the key is in
normal position and the receiver is off the hook of any room phone.
